JOINT FUNDING AGREEMENT FOR WATER RESOURCES INVESTIGATIONS
between
 Pocono Northeast Resource Conservation & Development Council
and
Western Pennsylvania Coalition for Abandoned Mine Reclamation (WPCAMR)


THIS AGREEMENT is entered into as of this _1st_ day of _January______, 2005, by Pocono Northeast Resource Conservation & Development Council, a Pennsylvania nonprofit corporation, herein referred to as “party of the first part” or “the Council”, and Western Pennsylvania Coalition for Abandoned Mine Reclamation (WPCAMR), party of the second part.

For and in consideration of the terms of this Agreement, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, and intending to be legally bound hereby, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1.
Subject to the availability of appropriations and in accordance with their respective authorities, there shall be maintained a cooperative program to provide statewide technical assistance in scientific assessment and monitoring (“Program”) as per Agreement MU30140 with the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Department of Environmental Protection (“granting agency”).
2.
The following  shall be contributed to cover all of the cost of the necessary field and analytical work directly related to this Program by the parties hereto.
(a)
An amount not to exceed $10,000 by the party of the first part for the period from when executed to December 31, 2005.

(b)
An amount of $


 (inkind or cash) by the party of the second part for the period stated on line (a) above.

(c)
Additional or reduced amounts by each party during the above period or succeeding periods as may be determined by mutual agreement set forth in writing and signed by the parties hereto.


3.
The costs of this Program may be paid by either party in conformity with the laws and regulations respectively governing each party.

4.
The field and analytical work pertaining to this Program shall be under the direction of or subject to periodic review by an authorized representative of the party of the first part.

5. The areas to be included in the Program shall be determined by mutual written agreement between the parties hereto or their authorized representatives.  The methods employed in the field and office shall be those accepted by the party of the first part to insure the required standards of accuracy subject to modification by mutual agreement.

6. During the course of this Program, all field and analytical work of either party pertaining to this Program shall be open to the inspection of the other party, and if the work is not being carried on in a mutually satisfactory manner, either party may terminate this agreement upon sixty (60) days written notice to the other party.

7. The original records resulting from this Program will be deposited in the office of origin of those records.  Upon written request, copies of the original records will be provided to the office of the other party.

8.
The maps, records or reports resulting from this Program shall be made available to the public as promptly as possible.  The maps, records or reports normally will be published by the party of the second part. However, the party of the first part reserves the right to publish the results of this Program and, if already published by the party of the second part shall, upon request, be furnished by the party of the second part, at cost, impressions suitable for purposes of reproduction similar to that for which the original copy was prepared.  The maps, records or reports published by either party shall contain a statement of the cooperative relations between the parties.

9.
Billing for this agreement shall be rendered quarterly and shall be supported by a written report of Project work accomplished.  Billings are due by the 10th day of the month following the end of each quarter.  The party of the first part will submit a request for reimbursement from the granting agency within five (5) business days of receipt of the invoices. Upon receipt of reimbursement from the granting agency, the party of the first part will remit payment to the party of the second part within five (5) business days.

Both parties hereby agree to General Terms and Conditions of this Agreement attached hereto as Appendix A and incorporated herein.

APPENDIX A

GENERAL TERMS and CONDITIONS

1. Liability:  Neither of the parties hereto shall assume any liabilities to each other.  As to liability for damages, injuries or death to persons, or damages to property, the parties do not waive any defenses as a result of entering into this Agreement.


2. Compliance with Grant Requirements:  The parties agree to comply with and be jointly responsible for the grant requirements as set forth in Department of Environmental Protection Agreement MU30140.


3. Independent Parties:  In performing the work required by this Agreement the Council and the party of the second part will act as independent parties and the party of the second is not acting as an employee or agent of the Council.


4. Modifications:  No changes, additions, modifications or amendments of this Agreement shall be effective unless they are in writing and signed by the parties hereto. 


5. Additional Documents:  The parties agree to cooperate fully and execute any and all documents and to take all additional actions that may be necessary or appropriate to give full force and effect to the basic terms and intent of this Agreement.


6. Construction by State Law:  This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted and enforced in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania (without regard to any conflict of laws provisions) and the decisions of the Pennsylvania courts.


7. Condition of Payment:  All payments and monies owed by the Council under this Agreement are conditioned upon the Council’s receipt of reimbursements from the granting agency under Department of Environmental Protection Agreement MU30140.

8. Conflict in Terms:  Should any portion of the Agreement contain terms that conflict with those contained within this page, the terms contained on this page shall unequivocally control.
